	Applicant Important Notes
	1. Vehicle entry into the campus must be applied for three days in advance. This form is valid only for the approved date and must be placed on the dashboard (driver’s side) during entry.

2. Each application form is limited to a maximum of two weeks, with a daily parking limit of four hours. Should a vehicle exceed this time limit and fail to leave the campus after being notified, the vehicle will be barred from future applications. In the event that campus parking spaces are full, please find alternative parking off-campus.
3. Trucks are prohibited from entering the campus daily between 07:30–08:30 and 17:00–19:00. The speed limit on campus is 20 km/h. If a vehicle is reported for speeding, it will be banned from applying for campus entry for two weeks on the first offense. A second offense will result in a two-month ban, and a third offense will lead to a permanent ban from entering the campus.
4. Vehicles from the affiliated hospital applying for campus entry must be trucks over 3.5 tons to be eligible for approval. If the application details are not verified, entry will not be permitted even if approval has been granted.
5. Parking on interlocking brick roads within the campus is strictly prohibited without permission.

6. The applicant must be present to assist with parking arrangements. Unauthorized or improper use will result in a ban on campus entry. Any damage or pollution caused must be restored and compensated.
